Chapter 1 Exercises

All problems are in the textbook.  Those numbered in red have hints/answers in the back of the book.   I will not take up the assignments; instead, I will give occasional graded quizzes using a couple of the exercises from the assignments.  We will also go over the exercises in class.

Exam problems will be similar to those assigned.  If you have trouble with a problem or are not sure that your solution is correct, hand in what you have done and I will return it with comments and/or corrections. Please do not hand in several of the same type.

Section 1, page 6:  Test yourself on the Section Review Exercises  (1 - 9).   
You should also be able to do all of the Exercises.  Most are very short.  Here are some to try:  3, 4, 5, 9, 10, 11, any from 14-16, 22, 24-26 (as needed), 28, 29, 31, 33, 38, any from 41 - 46 (the last is tricky because “but” means “and” in this sentence), 50.

Just for fun: Browse to www.google.com and try the “Advanced Search.”  See what search phrase google constructs for each of the ways of entering search terms in “Find Results.”  Notice that Google has its own syntax for conjunction, disjunction, and negation.  You can try the same thing on other search engines, as well.  For example, Altavista also has an advanced query option.
